This skill includes coping well with otherkgarning more about
others, and the ability to convey his feelings theos, the ability to communicate well with othensd the desire to
establish friendly relations with others. Humandi&fined by behavior, communication and interact@ma successful
effective social behavior seems impossible withdose and friendly relationships. Ability to establ and maintain
human relationships has great effects on indivelugdily living skills and social behavior (Khanifand Poorhosseini,
2008). Youngsters with poor communication skills aometimes viewed as less attractive by theirspaed enjoy fewer

friendships.

The term “daily living skills” refers to a wide rge of personal self-care activities across honeya¢ work, and
community settings. Most daily living skills, likeod preparation and personal hygiene, need teetfenmed on a regular
basis to maintain a reasonable level of healthsarfety. Daily living skills include the activitiassually performed in the
course of a normal day in a person's life, suchamg, toileting, dressing and bathing or brushhmg teeth. It is a term
used in daily self-care activities within an indiual's life. Adaptive skills are usually taughtahgh a process that begins
with a task analysis, which breaks down a skilbiits component parts (Haring and Kennedy, 198&)\dbping daily

Relationship between Communication Skills and Dailyiving Skills of Rural Children

The result showed in Table 3 related to correlabetween all the aspects of communication skilld daily
living skills. It was evident that personal aspettdaily living skills was significantly correlatesith composite
communication skills (0.79**) and with all the aspei.e. receptive (0.34*), expressive (0.54*) awmitten (0.55**) of

Further the table revealed that all the aspectsoafmunication skills i.e. receptive (0.33%), exmigs (0.47%)
and written (0.41*) were significantly correlatedttwcomposite daily living skills.

DISCUSSION

The results of the present study have shown tharityaof respondents were low in the aspects esgive (84%)
and receptive (42%) followed by written (40%) ofhwmunication skills and also low in composite comination skills
(64 per cent). Majority of the respondents (78%)revéow in composite daily living skills in all thaspects of
communication skills, viz., community (72%), donie$66%) and personal (54%).

It was evident that a composite communication skis significantly correlated with composite daliling
skills. Devi (2009) also found that a strong relaghip between communication and daily living skilluttle et al., (2006)
indicated that teaching life skills for teenagexads to the promotion of their decision makingighitommunication and

increase of their self-confidence. Similar reswtye also obtained by Murnane, R. J. (1996), Sheretyal., (2000) and
Park C et al.,(2012).
