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ABSTRACT

The present study was conducted in highly suicitly &vatmal districts of Vidarbha region of Mahantra with
exploratory design of social research. Total 6Qimis households were interviewed from 58 villaggsl6 talukas of
Yavatmal district during 2012-2013. The resultseaed that after death of family head by suicidgdanger age, whole
family was disturbed and faced so many consequerides major consequences are among 46.66 per @gimh’s
households, poor economic condition compelled tbigiidren to leave the school and go for wage egrfdor sharing the
consumption expenditure of family. Amongst the & fer cent victim’s households, severe anxiety sindss was
developed about future life, which leads to metaiability. Over half (68.33%) of the householésagnized that their
family income was lowered after death of family ¢heend 40.00 per cent families expressed loss efast in farming
work. Majority of the victims’ family members sugged for remunerative prices to their farm prodaod provision/
creation of irrigation facilities, abundant electgupply, timely credit, crop insurance with affabte premium, and
complete ban on alcohol where the important meastarde taken to prevent the recurrence of suitilgedies. These
consequences and suggestions need to be takenoinsaderation by policy makers and social workelslevplanning

various measures for rehabilitation and avoidirggghicide tragedies.
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
